Soil application

Fruit trees, citrus and olive trees: Apply depending on the deficiency and size of the tree. Split the
total dose rate into 2 applications:

Young trees: 8-15 g/tree.

Beginning of production: 15-40 g/tree.

Production: 50-90 g/tree.

Small fruit trees: 5-15 g/tree.

Vineyard: 5-10 g/plant or 20-40 kg/ha at the end of the winter during crop production; 2-4g/plant
during plantation.

Flowers: 3-6 g/m2.

Ornamentals: 50-100 g/bush and 100-200 g/tree.

Vegetables: 1-7 g/mz2.

Herbaceous crops: 5-10 kg/ha.

Hydroponic crops: 1-1.5 kg/1000 L solution (100 times concentrated). Use 1 L of stock solu-
tion/100 Lirrigation water.

Fertigation

Vegetables: Dilute 1-2 kg in 10000 L of water per application, with 2-3 applications during the crop
cycle toachieve a total application of 10-30 kg/ha.

Flowers: Water weekly with a 0.5 g/L solution
